 Always looking to update and enhance

 Overall Goal: Ensure interested parties have plethora 
of information and can easily locate additional sites 
and resources



Plans for moving forward in 2022 – Updated 
Manual and Updated Charter
 Updated Manual

o Expand inclusion of information
• e.g.- executed updated charter, TRCC membership requirements, etc.

o Must include written procedures for selection, processing, and monitoring of 405(c)-funded projects
o Will be approved by Technical Committee

 Updated Charter
o Appropriate Template
o Clear distinction between differing roles of Technical Committee vs. Executive Committee
o Integrate new policies, programs, laws, etc.
o Will be approved by Executive Committee

• Executive Committee will meet early Spring 2022

Plan

 Updated Strategic Plan
o Include new federal bill expanding 405(c) spending 

allowability
o In-depth review of 405(c) program selection, processing, and 

monitoring
o Expand programs and funding
o Analyze trends
o Incorporate findings and recommendations from NHTSA GO 

Teams
o Work with NHTSA Region-5 counterparts to help strengthen 

Illinois’ commitment and contribution to Traffic Records



Plans for moving forward in 2022 – TRCC Membership 
Selection
 Define membership and roles

o Core Members (“Core Members”)
 Only voting members on Technical Committee
 Must represent or oversee one of the six Traffic Records Information 

Systems
o Non-Core Members (“Critical Members”)

• Key Stakeholders
• Hold position in agency providing data and research 

o Stakeholders (“Data Users”)
• Offer insight and data to ever-growing and changing roles of traffic 

data
• Any interested party wanting to participate

o Advisors (“Advisors”)
• All persons pertinent to the TRCC (e.g., NHTSA, legal, etc.)
• May request to join any meeting taking place between TRCC members

 Will be included in new manual and charter



Plans for moving forward in 2022 – Reviewing and 
Improving Data
 Meet with Core Members

o Required
o Review Existing Data
o Research availability of additional data

• Ability to work in partnership with non-Core Members
o Integration of data expansion

 Meet with Critical Members
o Must be requested by agency
o May invite additional Members to join

• Otherwise assumed to be one-on-one meeting

 Make data readily available
o TRCC Website and additional links



Plans for moving forward in 2022 – Rectifying 
Past Issues and Defining the Gray Areas

 Remedy audit and STRAP findings

 Work with Advisors to determine answers/assist with issues of concern that are unclear
 Add addendums as needed to Manual and Strategic Plan to ensure compliance and 

clarification
o Full documentation and process plans
