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Illinois 53 Widening Begins in Itasca, Addison

DUPAGE COUNTY - The Illinois Department of Transportation announced that a project to reconstruct and widen Illinois 53 (Rohlwing Road) between Army Trail Road in Addison and the Elgin O’Hare Expressway in Itasca is scheduled to begin the week of August 29. 

The project involves reconstructing the roadway, building a second lane in both directions and adding a middle lane and medians to accommodate left turns along 4.1 miles. The intersections at Army Trail Road, Lake Street and Irving Park Road will be improved to include additional through lanes, left turn lanes, barrier medians and modernized traffic signals. 

The first stage of construction will require constructing temporary pavement and installing temporary traffic signals. Two lanes of traffic will be maintained through the work zone, though some temporary lane closures with flaggers present during daytime hours should be anticipated. 

Later this fall, traffic will shift to the temporary lanes for construction of the new lanes. 

Other project features include new curbs, gutters, sidewalks and an improved storm water drainage system. Sound walls will be added at intermittent locations. 

The entire project is scheduled to be complete and the four lanes open to traffic in fall 2012.

Motorists should expect delays and allow extra time for trips through this area. Please obey the speed limit, observe closure signs and remain alert for workers. 

Greco Contractors, Inc., of Des Plaines, and PirTano Construction Co., of Addison, are the prime contractors on the $45.5 million project.
