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Illinois 53 to Close at Metra Crossing in Itasca

ITASCA - The Illinois Department of Transportation announced that Illinois 53 (Rohlwing Road) will be closed, weather permitting, in both directions at Metra’s Milwaukee District-West Line crossing just north of Illinois 19 (Irving Park Road) for approximately 10 days starting Sept. 22. 

A detour route will be posted. Southbound Illinois 53 traffic will be directed to westbound Nerge Road and southbound Meacham/Medinah Road to reach Illinois 53 via eastbound Illinois 19. Northbound Illinois 53 traffic will be directed to westbound Illinois 19 and northbound Meacham/Medinah Road to reach Illinois 53 via eastbound Nerge Road. 

Motorists should expect delays and allow extra time for trips through this area. Please obey the speed limit, observe closure signs and remain alert for workers. 

 While the road is closed, the Metra crossing will be reconstructed. 

The closure, scheduled to begin at 6 a.m. Sept. 22 and end at 6 a.m. Oct. 2, is part of the ongoing widening and reconstruction of Illinois 53 from Army Trail Road in Addison to the Elgin-O’Hare Expressway in Itasca. The entire $45.5 million project is scheduled to be complete and the four lanes open to traffic in fall 2012.
