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Weekend lane reductions along I-88 for bridge removal
 
 
 
CHICAGO – The Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) announced that lanes along I-88 will be temporarily reduced for bridge removal work, weather permitting, beginning the evening of Feb. 7.

This is part of the ongoing Route 59 project. 
 
In order to complete the work, both the eastbound and westbound lanes between Raymond Road and Eola Road will be reduced over the course of the weekend bridge removal project. From Saturday, Feb. 7, at 7 p.m. until Monday, Feb. 9, at 7 a.m., lane reductions will allow for one or two available lanes in each direction to motorist traffic. There will be no lane closures on Route 59 during this time. 

In addition, on Saturday, February 7, and Sunday, February 8, full roadway closures in both directions, each lasting 15 minutes, will begin at midnight and end by 3 a.m. the following morning.
 
Traffic is slated to resume to the usual three lanes by Monday morning at the completion of the bridge removal.

Motorists can expect delays and should allow extra time for trips through this area. Drivers are urged to pay close attention to flaggers and signs in the work zones, obey the posted speed limits and be on the alert for workers and equipment.
