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Walk ‘n Roll to School
Program Overview

The Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) Bureau of Safety Engineering administers the Illinois Safe Routes to School (SRTS) Program.  The SRTS Program utilizes a multidisciplinary approach to improve conditions for students to walk or bike to school.  The program has three main goals:

1. To enable and encourage children, including those with disabilities, to walk or bike to school.
2. To make bicycling and walking to school a safer and more appealing transportation alternative, thereby encouraging a healthy and active lifestyle from an early age.
3. To facilitate the planning, development, and implementation of projects and activities that will improve safety and reduce traffic, fuel consumption, and air pollution within the vicinity of both public and private primary and middle schools (grades K-8).
As part of the Illinois SRTS program, IDOT has developed the Walk ‘n Roll to School program to encourage and empower students to walk or bike to school and make it a routine way to travel to school.
The Walk ‘n Roll to School program consists of 5 levels:

[bookmark: _GoBack]At the end of each school year, each School Partner is asked to complete a summary of their Walk ‘n Roll to School program for IDOT’s review.  During this annual summary, IDOT would like to see each school that enrolls in the Walk ‘n Roll to School program as an active School Partner making progress to ultimately complete all five levels of the program, but completion of all five levels is not required to participate in the program.  Some schools may complete the levels quickly and achieve Platinum Level Partner status within a few years while other School Partners may progress slower and work on a single level for a couple of years.  The intention of the Walk ‘n Roll to School program is for each school to have an active program which results in students walking or biking to school routinely.
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
