Congratulations on becoming a part of the Illinois SRTS Walk ‘n Roll to School program! Even though you have just signed up as a School Partner, it is time to gather information and other resources for your Walk ‘n Roll to School program, with a goal of becoming a Bronze Level Partner.

· Conduct a Student Travel Survey

Before your Walk ‘n Roll to School program gets into full swing, first learn how students are traveling to school by conducting the Student Travel Survey.  This step establishes the baseline information on how students arrive at school.  IDOT SRTS asks all School Partners to repeat the Student Travel Survey in September during the Student Travel Survey week to help gauge if the Walk ‘n Roll to School is starting to make an impact on student travel.  Since the student surveys are conducted in the classroom, make sure to have your school principal or administrator and teachers’ support. · Record and Submit Your Student Travel Survey Results

After your Student Travel Surveys have been completed, enter your results on the Annual Student Travel Survey Results Report (insert the link to the Annual Student Travel Survey Results Report here).  This file is designed so that your annual Student Travel Survey results can be entered and compared from year-to-year so that you can easily track the progress of your Walk ‘n Roll to School program.  The annual summary page is submitted to IDOT by October 15 of each year.  (Note for IDOT:  We envision that there is a separate email address that will be included on the Annual Student Travel Survey Results Report where the reports are emailed to a separate email address for easier tracking and processing.)

· Complete and Submit Your Walk ‘n Roll to School Program Successes

[bookmark: _GoBack]By May 31 of each year, our School Partners are asked to complete and submit to IDOT a quick summary of their Walk ‘n Roll to School program accomplishments and successes.  By completing the Annual Program Successes Report (insert link to Annual Program Successes Report form here), our School Partners provide information to IDOT about each school’s Walk ‘n Roll to School program, the events held, participation at these events, creative and unique ideas, classroom programs, and how your Walk ‘n Roll to School program is impacting your students’ travel choices to/from school.  This annual summary is the tool in which our School Partners report their progress at each level and request their promotion to the next level of the Walk ‘n Roll to School program.  Annual promotions to the next level are not required as part of the Walk ‘n Roll to School program.  The School Coordinators may decide that it is in their best interest to remain at a certain level before graduating to the next level.  The intention of the Walk ‘n Roll to School program is to encourage students to walk and bike to school safely.  As long as a School Partner is maintaining an active Walk ‘n Roll to School program, they remain School Partners with IDOT.
