Student Travel Survey – Principal’s Letter

Dear School Staff –

We will be conducting Student Travel Surveys on [day1 and date 1] and [day 2 and date 2]. The Student Travel Survey is a short survey about how students are traveling to school (such as walking, biking, riding in a school bus, riding in a family vehicle, riding in a carpool, etc.) that is conducted in the classroom.  The results will help us better understand how students travel to and from school and will help us gauge our efforts to encourage walking and bicycling.

You will play a key role in administering the survey.  To ensure that all students are counted and that no students are counted twice, the surveys will be conducted by the homeroom teachers [or insert the details for what works best for your school to conduct the surveys].  The survey forms will be distributed to you before [day1].  

On the survey forms, please fill in your classroom information in the box at the top of the form.  Then, for each day of the Student Travel Survey, please:

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Explain that this survey asks the students how each person traveled to school that day and how they plan on traveling home (or to after school care) that afternoon.  The examples listed in the bottom portion of the survey form can help explain the various modes of travel.

· Ask students to raise their hands to indicate the way they traveled to school that morning and record the results on the survey form.  Repeat for each mode of travel.

· Ask students to again raise their hands to indicate how they expect to travel home (or to after school care) from school. 

· Repeat the survey on the second day of the Student Travel Survey.

After the survey is complete on [day2], please return the survey form to [school coordinator name].
