Number of Pedestrian Fatalities
by Lighting Condition and Protective Equipment
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In general, a disproportionate number of traffic crashes involving pedestrians took place
specifically during weekend nights. These are among the peak times for alcohol-related
incidents, and alcohol may play a contributing factor in these crashes.

3.6% of all weekday crashes occurred between 12:00 AM and 3:59 AM
11.6% of all weekend crashes occurred between 12:00 AM and 3:59 AM

56.0% of all crashes that occurred between 12:00 AM and 3:59 AM took place in the two weekend
nights (Friday night/Saturday morning and Saturday night/Sunday morning)
Weekend crashes accounted for 48 pedestrian fatalities (38.4% of all 125 pedestrian fatalities in

lllinois in 2013)

The law regarding the reporting threshold for Property Damage Only crashes was amended effective January 1, 2009,
resulting in decreased reporting of crashes in this specific category. It did not affect the reporting of injury or fatal crashes.
